Listed below are important qualities a Great Adventure Bible Study small group 

facilitator should possess. 

A facilitator should: 

• Be a prayerful, practicing Catholic in good standing with the Church. 

• Be loyal to the ofﬁcial teachings of the Church. 

• Be sincerely interested in helping those in your discussion group experience the 

many blessings which come from prayerful Scripture study, including increased understanding and communion with God, as well as a greater desire to serve Him. 

• Be well prepared and committed to the ongoing effort it takes to provide thoughtful leadership, which includes: 

Praying regularly for the intentions of your discussion group members.

Attending all Facilitator Meetings. 

Taking the needed time each week to complete the lesson carefully. 

Using and bringing to class both your Bible and the Catechism. 

Seeking answers to questions which arise during your study or discussion  

group time. 

Reading all handouts and supplemental information provided. 

• Dress appropriately for the Bible study meetings (modest church attire is a good 

guide).
